Abstract

"Entre lenchas, vestidas y musculocas" is a performing arts festival organized by the Ministry
of Culture of Mexico City dedicated to celebrating sexual diversity. The objective of this
project was to collaborate with the festival as an advisor to integrate an intersectional
perspective from a Human Rights approach.
